Answer all 4 parts, but choose an option in Part I and in Part 2. Each part is worth 25%.

ERASE from this sheet the options you haven’t selected as well as these instructions. 

Type your responses in 1 double-sided page or 2 single-sided STAPLED pages. No other material will be read.

Before starting this contrast, read over your reading notes and class notes on Esslin’s excerpt.

Part 1- Scene: Respond to either S1, S2 or S3. Head your paragraph with the word SCENE and the number of your chosen Option.  

S1- Which important scene from the novel was omitted in the movie version, and what is the impact of this omission on viewers who’ve never read the book?

S2- What material (scene, statement, visual) was included in the movie that was not in the novel and what is the impact of this material on the viewer of the movie?

S3- If the order of scenes was changed from the novel to the movie, consider one of those switches and consider the impact of the change on the movie-only viewer.

Part 2- Character in novel versus actor cast to play that character in the movie: Respond to C1 or C2 and head your paragraph with the word CHARACTER and your chosen number. 

C1- Describe the differences between the PROTAGONIST as (1) the actor cast in the movie to play that character and (2) that character as written (actions, statements, described) in the novel. Then indicate how do these difference(s) impact the differences between the book’s readers and the movie’s viewers reaction (emotional and/or intellectual).

C2- Describe the differences between the ANTAGONIST as the actor cast in the movie to play that character and  that character as written (actions, statements, described) in the novel. Then indicate how do these difference(s) impact the differences between the book’s readers and the movie’s viewers reaction (emotional and/or intellectual).

Part 3 – Quote: Which important statement/quote in the novel was omitted in the movie version? What is the impact of this omission on what one grasps by only seeing the movie? Head your response with the word Quote, and give the page number on which that quote is found.

Part 4 – Movie Only: “Imagine, if you can,” only having seen the movie - how would you understand the author’s criticism of society differently than if you had only read the novel? Head your response with the words Movie Only.
