Current Research and Professional Activities:

1. Research on comparison-induced distortion theory.  This theory looks at how verbal magnitude comparisons (e.g., “I am going to be paid more next year than I am being paid this year”) bias evaluations of magnitude.  I am currently applying this theory to explain diverse phenomena in the psychology of judgment including anchoring effects, sequence effects, density effects, biased evaluation functions, and social comparisons.

2. Research on the implications of cognitive and social psychological factors for reform of consumer fraud laws.  This research investigates ways to protect consumers from fraud.
3. Research on biases in estimates of alcohol intake.  This research investigates biases in students’ estimates of their alcohol intake with the goal of improving studies of social norm intervention effectiveness.
