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The Bachelor of Science in Information Technology is a technical degree that will instruct students in core competencies in the areas of problem solving and programming, networks and communications systems, databases, Internet and Web technologies, security, and project management, along with a foundation in business concepts and technical communication. The degree is suitable for employment in the area of software development and testing, application support, network maintenance, database development, IT management, technical sales, technical liaison within a business or operational unit, and IT services. 

BS in IT assessment goals:

1. Students must understand the basics of IT project management.  This will be assessed in IS 372 by explaining the software project development lifecycle.

2. Students will learn the fundamentals of computer systems.  This will be assessed in CSC 373 by having the students explain fully the concept of virtual memory.

3. Students will learn the basics of data structures and algorithms.  This will be assessed in CSC 383 by having the students encode a doubly linked list.

4. Students must know the fundamentals of database implementation.  This will be assessed in IT 240 by having the students create inner equi-joined queries in SQL.

5. Students need to understand the basics of computer networking.  This will be assessed in IT 263 by having the students demonstrate a network address translation into numeric IP terms.

Students need to know how to build complex internet applications.  This will be assessed in IT 230 by having the students create a web application that accesses and displays records from a database.
