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Master of Science in Taxation

Ethical Awareness:

MST graduates will be able to recognize and analyze ethical problems, choose a resolution, and justify that ethical choice for applied business and tax situations.  These skills are demonstrated by the ability of students to identify ethical issues and explain the application of the appropriate written professional guidance.
Communication: 

MST graduates will be able to produce coherent written statements and oral presentations of professional taxation issues. These skills are demonstrated by the ability of students to express ideas and facts to others effectively in written and oral formats.

Professional Accomplishment:

MST graduates will acquire the knowledge and skills necessary for entry level professional tax practice.  These skills will be demonstrated by the ability of students to apply relevant tax knowledge to solve current tax problems and explain the basis of their decisions by clearly communication the result to others.

Decision Making:

MST graduates will be able to use analytical and reflective skills in making decisions.  These skills are demonstrated by the ability of students to identify, define, and clearly state a tax problem; identify relevant facts and identify causes; formulate alternative courses of action and/or solutions; explain the basis of the choice; and plan and communicate the implementation of that choice to others.

Research:

MST graduates will be able to resolve tax issues using research methods.  This skill is demonstrated through (a) knowledge and understanding of primary sources; (b) the ability to conduct searches, both manually and electronically; and (c) the ability to resolve tax issues with relevant support.
