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Ethical & Regulatory Responsibilities :

DePaul graduates will be able to recognize and analyze ethical and regulatory problems, choose a resolution, and support that ethical choice for applied business and accounting situations.  These skills may be demonstrated by the ability of students to make informed and principled choices regarding conflicting situations in professional settings and foresee the consequences of these choices.

Communication: DePaul graduates will be able to produce coherent written statements and oral presentations of professional accounting issues. These skills may be demonstrated by the ability of students to: (a) express ideas and facts to others effectively in written and oral formats and (b) comprehend, interpret, and analyze texts.

Integration and Application of Knowledge:

DePaul graduates will be able to apply accounting knowledge in new and unfamiliar circumstances through a conceptual understanding of accounting practices.  This skill may be demonstrated by the ability of students to properly account for a transaction that is not explicitly covered by extant GAAP.

Teamwork:

DePaul graduates will be able to interact within a team setting and effectively contribute to the performance of the group.  The skills may be demonstrated by the ability of students to (a) communicate in one-on-one and group settings; (b) elicit, respect, and evaluate the views of others; and (c) help the group reach conclusions.

Critical Thinking:

DePaul graduates will be able to analyze carefully and logically information and ideas from multiple perspectives.  These skills may be demonstrated by the ability of students to (a) analyze complex issues and make informed decisions; (b) synthesize information in order to arrive at reasoned conclusions; (c) evaluate the logic, validity, and relevance of data; (d) solve challenging problems; and (e) use knowledge and understanding in order to generate and explore new questions.

Research:

DePaul graduates will be able to resolve accounting issues using research methods.  This skill may be demonstrated through (a) knowledge and understanding of authoritative documents (accounting promulgations); (b) the ability to conduct searches using online databases; and (c) the ability to resolve an accounting issue with appropriate and relevant support.
