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1. Contemporary Relevance and Application of Anthropology:  The undergraduate study of anthropology leads to an informed citizenry that can critically evaluate claims about human nature.  For example: the relationship between race, culture, and language; claims to exceptional experience (superior culture) by groups of various kinds; the processes of sociocultural change and stability; and the ability to reflect on one’s own culture in comparison with others.  

· Outcome: Students produce narratives on their own value system in relation to those of others.  These types of reflective experiences give students an understanding of how values, behaviors, and beliefs are shaped by cultural processes. Location for Assessment: Throughout the curriculum, but especially in ANT 203 and ANT 396. 

· Outcome: Students produce narratives that related claim to the available evidence in support of the Boasian position that race, culture and language are not mutually determinant. Location for Assessment: ANT 320 (or any of several courses in the curriculum that students can choose where the subject matter examines claims to exceptional experience by groups of various kinds, as well as the processes of sociocultural change and stability)

· Outcome: Students produce narratives on the uses of anthropological practice in a variety of profit and not for profit settings in contemporary society, and how anthropology may be used explicitly to affect social change. Location for Assessment: Applied Anthropology/Archaeology Labs (322, 328, 332)
2. Anthropological Practice:  The revised curriculum and major puts a heavy emphasis on the experiential practice of anthropology.  A key methodology of cultural anthropology, the ethnographic project, is one of the original curricular sites for mounting experiential learning.  A goal of the anthropology program is to create a curriculum in which the ethnographic project, and hence experiential learning, is the dominant style of learning.  The curriculum is designed to break down the ethnographic project into a variety of methodologically based experiences for the students to provide an anthropological perspective grounded in practice as well as theory. 

· Outcome: Students will conduct an ethnographic project where the emphasis is on mastering the methodology. Location for Assessment: ANT 201 Ethnographic Methods
· Outcome: Students will conduct an ethnographic project in which the emphasis is on the language of everyday encounters. Location for Assessment: ANT 317 Language, Identity and Power.
· Outcome: Students will conduct at least two ethnographic projects in which the emphasis is on preparing a report for a non-academic public. Location for Assessment: ANT 322, 328, and 332 Applied Anthropology/Archaeology Labs
3. Understanding Complex Society with a focus on the Global and Urban:  Anthropology uses the breadth of human experience as its evidence of the variability of human natures and the variety of human experience.  While it is impossible to expose students to the entirety of human diversity across time and space, a more refined focus on complex society allows students to experience the comparative perspective of anthropology in the study of urban peoples and global societies.  The global emphasis of anthropology adds increased opportunities for multicultural exploration in a way that complements the college’s emphasis on multiculturalism in the United States.  The urban emphasis of the program facilitates the development of pedagogies and experiences that encourage students to engage with their own surroundings in Chicago in new and challenging ways, and to compare their own experiences to those of peoples living in urban settings around the world. 

· Outcome: Students will research and prepare a narrative that utilizes first-person accounts in archival records to reconstruct the development of past colonial relationships. Location for Assessment: ANT 324 Colonialism to Global Society. 
· Outcome: Students will study at least one regional experience outside Anglophone North America in depth. Location for Assessment: Any of the courses designated as World Ethnography.
· Outcome: Students will study the anthropological literature on urban life in depth. Location for Assessment: Any of the courses designated as Urban Culture by the Faculty. 
· Outcome: Students will conduct a detailed archaeological investigation of Chicago’s past. Location for Assessment: ANT 202 Archaeological Methods and 254 Material Culture of Chicago taken as part of the Summer Urban Archaeological Field school in Chicago (as well as any number of ANT courses students may elect where Chicago’s history is the focus of the course)
4. Anthropological Literacy: Anthropology is a discipline with a rich history of collaborative research and theoretical developments.  A goal of the anthropology major is to expose students to the many fields of study that fall within the discipline of anthropology, and to appreciate the inherent interdisciplinarity of anthropological research.  This goal includes the exposure of students to the historical lineages of cultural theory that have shaped contemporary anthropology; the methods and context of current anthropological practice; the ethical and professional standards of the discipline; and contemporary issues and themes in anthropological research.  The major will also give students the opportunity to situate themselves as anthropologists in these historical and contemporary traditions.

· Outcome: Students will write narratives that connect the history of ideas in 20th century culture theory. Location for Assessment: ANT 204 Lineages of Culture Theory
· Outcome: Students will read essays that connect archaeological practice to culture theory. Location for Assessment: ANT 202 Archaeological Methods and ANT 358 Archaeology of Cities
· Outcome: Students will read essays that connect biosocial anthropology to culture theory. Location for Assessment: ANT 320 Anthropology of Race and Gender. 
· Outcome: Students will read essays that connect linguistic anthropology to culture theory. Location for Assessment: ANT 317 Language, Identity and Power.
· Outcome: Students will read essay that connect ethnohistory to culture theory. Location for Assessment: ANT 324 Colonialism to Global Society. 
· Outcome: Student will study in depth at least one at least one area of contemporary research. Location for Assessment: Any of the courses designated by the faculty as Contemporary Cultural Research. 

5. Skills in Reading, Writing, and Oral Communication: Skills in reading, writing and oral communication will play a central role in each student’s success whether they choose to continue their education in anthropology through graduate study or decide to apply their anthropological knowledge in a career immediately after graduation.  The revised anthropology curriculum is designed to ensure that students are exposed to a variety of forms of literature, writing, and oral communication.  This model for teaching communication skills will allow faculty to tutor students in various forms of expression and literacy, and will balance the exposure to different forms across the curriculum. 

· Outcome: Students will read, write and/or orally present research reports Location for Assessment: ANT 201 Ethnographic Methods, ANT 317 Language, Identity and Power, ANT 324 Colonialism to Global Society and ANT 322, 328, and 332 Applied Anthropology/Archaeology Labs (as well as selected special problem classes)
· Outcome: Students will read, write and/or orally present reflective essays based on specific ethnographic literatures. Location for Assessment: 203 Professionalism and Ethic , ANTB 314 Anthropology of Gender, 326- Transnational Culture, 386 Cultural Analysis, and any courses offered under the Contemporary Research, Material Culture, Urban and World Ethnography categories.
