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The learning goals
 of the M.A. in History Program are as follows:

· To provide students with a thorough awareness of the breadth and complexity of the discipline of History.
· To expose students to a wide range of historical topics and methodologies.

· To train students in the efficient and accurate analysis of any historical argument that they encounter.

· To provide those students considering further study toward the Ph.D. with the tools to succeed at that level.

The specific learning outcomes that derive from those goals are as follows:
At the completion of the program, students will be able to demonstrate:

1) Acquisition of knowledge about the breadth and complexity of the discipline of history, the range of topics historians explore, and the variety of methodologies they employ.
2 Improved ability to identify, analyze, and evaluate historical arguments effectively.
3) Improved ability to communicate complex historical, historiographical, and methodological issues effectively.
� In addition to these learning goals, the M.A. in History program has two more general programmatic goals: to create an atmosphere where graduate student enjoy the intellectual benefits and support of a cohort of peers taking shared coursework; and to offer those students currently working as teachers an opportunity to explore new dimensions of historical inquiry.
