Cheating:

DePaul University’s Definition

“Cheating is any action that violates university norms or instructor’s guidelines for the preparation and submission of assignments. Students who submit assignments that are exact duplicates or very similar in nature will be given a zero for the assignment and written up.
Plagiarism:

Plagiarism involves the presentation of the work of another as one’s own.  Plagiarism includes but is not limited to:

· The direct copying of any source, such as written and verbal material, computer files, audio disks, video programs or musical scores, whether published or unpublished, in whole or in part, without proper acknowledgement that it is someone else’s;

· Copying any source in whole or in part, with only minor changes in wording or syntax, even with acknowledgement;

· Submitting as one’s own work a report, examination paper, computer file, lab report or other assignment that has been prepared by someone else (including research papers purchased from another person or agency);

· The paraphrasing of another’s work or ideas without proper acknowledgement.

The use of other’s web/publication content (text, graphics, code) is regarded as plagiarism if credit is not given (see the above description of plagiarism).  When you directly quote someone’s work, you must put it in quotation marks.  Without such quotations and reference, it is regarded as an act of plagiarism.   

Incomplete:

An incomplete grade is given only for an exceptional reason such as a death in the family, a serious illness, etc.  Any such reason must be documented.  Any incomplete request must be made at least two weeks prior to the final exam, and approved by the Dean of the School of Computer Science, Telecommunications and Information Systems.  Any consequences resulting from a poor grade for the course will not be considered as valid reasons for such a request.
