General Criteria for the Assessment of Focus Area Independent Learning Pursuits

Content

a. Student has developed an Independent Learning Pursuit and competence consistent with the intent of the world of work domain as defined by the student and committee.

b. Student has connected experience/knowledge and subject matter to the competence

c. Student has described and reflected on their own experiences/knowledge 

d. Student has related others’ views (where appropriate) to their own learning experiences and/or demonstrates the ability to view experiences from multiple perspectives.

Analysis and Presentation
e. Assertions are supported by evidence

f. Focus and/or conclusions are clear

g. Presentation format is well-organized, coherent, skillfully executed and appropriate to both the topic and audience.

h. Grammar, syntax, spelling, and citation forms are appropriate (consistently cites author or title  throughout the text).

Additional criteria (optional) that can be used to assess FA student learning:

i. Student has made connections between their personal knowledge and experience and theories.

j. Student can relate prior experience to current issues, skills, or knowledge base needs. 

k. Student demonstrates learning consistent with contemporary standards of the field

l. Product describes a practice or idea which others in the field would find valuable. 

m. The multi-faceted or multi-dimensional nature of subject, skill, and/or procedure is evident

n. Issues of context are addressed 

o. Multiple resources representing a range of viewpoints or perspectives are utilized and documented

p. Product demonstrates reflection on the learner's work or practice
