If you were coaching this reporter, what suggestions might you have on how to improve the lead and how to better organize the story.

A popular radio talk show host may be broadcasting from behind bars unless he complies with a District Court Judges order to name the sources he used for comments he made during his program last week.

District Court Judge Linda Berry gave broadcaster John Williamson, 34, 2 days to name his sources, or to begin serving an indefinite sentence in county jail.

Williamson’s comments concerned testimony given to a grand jury. By state law, grand jury proceedings are secret.

“This is a serious breach of the judicial process,” prosecutor Enrico Hollander said. “These proceedings are to be done in secret and every one involved swears an oath that they will not divulge any of the testimony. Clearly someone broke that oat.”

Williams told reporters that he would not identify his sources. He rejected the prosecutors statement that the secrecy of the grand jury proceeding had not been violated.

“There are many ways that a reporter could get this story,” Williamson said. “They are just on a second rate fishing trip to find out how much I know.”

During a broadcast last Wednesday, Williamson told his radio audience that a grand jury looking into the deaths of two gay rights advocates had received testimony that the men were beaten to death by two Northern City police officers. Williamson identified the officers are Sgt. Harvey Sondberg, 42, and Patrolman Mark Stamps, 23.

The bodies of Zachery Garst, 25, and Omar Wellstone, 32, were found in an alley downtown shortly after they left a meeting at the Oscar Wilde Gay Alliance in the Crown Hotel on W. 15th St.

According to Williamson, the officers were off-duty but working security at the hotel when Garst pinned a green flower on Sondbergs uniform. A green flower is the emblem of the OWGA.

Williamson said the officers pushed the men from the hotel and into the alley.

Neither Sondberg or Stamps have commented on the broadcast. Doyle said he only took the action because he was concerned for the officers safety.

Wellstone was president of the OWGA and had frequently been a guest on Williamsons program. He was a certified financial planner who took questions from Williamsons audience about investments.

Williamson said he had already been contacted by several journalism organizations who have offered to help him with legal expenses.
