Want Research Experience?!

Do you want clinical research experience before applying to either graduate or medical school?  

Do you want to learn more about tobacco treatment and psychological and biological factors that maintain tobacco use and dependence?

The Quit for Health Program in the Department of Preventive Medicine at Northwestern University Feinberg School of Medicine has two openings for research interns to assist with a multi-site NIH-sponsored smoking cessation trial evaluating the effectiveness of cognitive-behavioral therapy and 21 mg transdermal nicotine patch therapy.

Positions require a firm commitment of at least 10 hours per week over the quarter with evening availability.  Students must arrange to receive course credit through DePaul University.  Research responsibilities will be tailored as much as possible to personal interests and level of experience.  

Specific duties may include, among others, the following:

1) Conduct telephone eligibility screening sessions

2) Prepare protocol materials

3) Assist with biological sample collection and storage procedures

4) Perform questionnaire assessment of participants’ tobacco use, withdrawal, and craving; mood and psychiatric symptoms; and medication side-effects

5) Assist with participant physical exams

6) Assist with data entry and quality assurance procedures
