The Student Coping Skills Project is a school-based program that targets youth who are at-risk for depression. We collaborate with Chicago Public Schools and conduct screenings and evaluations of 5th through 7th grade and provide group counseling to those who meet study criteria.

The study is conducted throughout the school year, with assessments conducted before, during, and after the school-based intervention. Ideally, undergraduate students make a 2+ quarter commitment.
