Doctoral-Undergraduate Opportunities for Scholarship
>> DUOS <<
DUOS is a student-based opportunity blending the energy and skills of doctoral graduate and undergraduate programs in Philosophy and Psychology in the College of Liberal Arts & Sciences at DePaul University.  This program enables DePaul undergraduates to do research or other creative activities with the guidance of a graduate student mentor.  Applications may be initiated by either the graduate or undergraduate student, but together these students will have intellectual ownership of their scholarship. The submitted application must be agreed to and signed by both students.  Applications to the initiative is open to any undergraduate student and any doctoral student in good standing who agrees to abide by program requirements.

PROGRAM FEATURES:
· a focus on undergraduates learning the processes of research and scholarship under the supervision of doctoral student mentors, for a maximum total of twelve (12) student research collaborations funded each academic year; 

· a project/travel allowance of $500, each, for the doctoral + undergraduate team;

· an additional project/travel allowance of $250, each, contingent upon  participation in an initial training-orientation session outlining the roles as mentor and mentee in the research enterprise [$150, each] and a final product submitted as evidence of the collaboration scholarship [$100, each].

· total per collaborative project $1,500; $750 for the undergraduate + $750 for the doctoral student

BENEFITS OF THE PROGRAM:
· Contributes to “Vision 2012,” as a way to assist in moving DePaul toward enhancing its educational opportunities for undergraduates and strengthening its doctoral education programs (Strategic Plan Goal 1: Enrich Academic Quality);

· Increases availability of doctoral students as role models for undergraduates who major in the only two LAS doctoral programs. Such graduate role models could help to direct minority students to graduate school and so into the academy (Strategic Plan Goals 1 and 3: Be a Model of Diversity);

· Adds a distinctive experience, that may increase student intellectual maturity, to undergraduate education (Strategic Plan Goal 1: Enrich Academic Quality);

· Enhances doctoral student research programs by participation of talented undergraduates;

· Enables doctoral students to enhance their skills as mentors of undergraduate students, and become more reflective about the role that they play in undergraduate education at DePaul;

· Creates the basis for later job application materials documenting doctoral students’ experiences/achievements in their role as research collaborators;

· Publicly, via university support, recognizes doctoral students who are making an effort to enhance their performance as research mentors
· Enhances the University community’s awareness and appreciation of the synergy between doctoral and undergraduate programs;

· Clearly links scholarship and teaching at DePaul University; 

· Serves as a model program that other doctoral programs at DePaul or at other institutions may emulate.

MINIMAL PROGRAM APPLICATION ACADEMIC REQUIREMENTS:

Undergraduate student = must have completed at least two (2) years of courses at 

DePaul and a cumulative GPA of 3.25 or better; an unofficial, current     transcript must be submitted.  

Doctoral student = must have a statement of support by his/her Program Director, and must submit an unofficial, current transcript.

The collaboration will need the support of a Faculty Advisor to both recommend the collaboration and monitor its progress.

SELECTING AN APPROPRIATE DUOS MENTOR:

Undergraduates need to find a doctoral student who successfully has completed at least one [1] academic year of graduate studies at DePaul in either the Psychology or Philosophy programs, depending on their specific degree program.  Undergraduates are advised to get a list of faculty research interests from the website or department office, and to ask a faculty member whose work is of interests to refer an appropriate doctoral student to collaborate in this initiative.  This faculty member will provide oversight to the process between the students and will monitor their progress on the project. Within Psychology, members of Psi Chi/Psychology Club will assist in familiarizing undergraduates with faculty and doctoral student research interests. Undergraduates are encouraged to enroll in Independent Study, Honors Thesis, or Experiential Learning credit hours under the supervision of a faculty member

TIMELINE & APPLICATION FORMS: 
Each academic year, all applications are due by October 1st.  A decision for applications approved for funding will be made on or around October 15th.  The Final Product based on the research collaborative project will be submitted to the Undergraduate Studies Program Director of their respective department by June 15th, thereby allowing an eight month timeframe for the project’s completion. A doctoral student may be part of one (1) research collaborative per academic year, and funding priority first will be given to new applicants.

Also, research projects involving human or animal participants will require IRB and LRB approval.  Funding is contingent upon such approval.
