Knowledge of neurobiology and neuroanatomy helpful, but not necessary.  Person will work on projects related to understanding neurorehabilitation and neuroplasticity following traumatic brain injury. 
Specific Duties and Responsibilities:

1.  Maintain and order lab supplies and equipment.

2.  Assist with microsurgeries in rats. 

3.  Prepare brain tissues for histological procedures.

4.  Assist with behavioral rehabilitation and testing of rats. 

5.  Oversee and train other personnel involved in the research project.  

6.  Keep an up to date, carefully documented personal lab notebook.  Maintain general lab notebooks with up to date protocols.
